TREASURER’S REPORT

TWO NEW YORK STATE ENA MEMBERS
HONORED AT STATE EMS BANQUET

January 1, 2001 1 became the treasurer for the New York State
Council Emergency Association after being elected by my peers. I
entered the office with much excitement but also was a little
frightened. All of a sudden I realized all the responsibility I had
taken on in monitoring NYSCENA money affairs. Here is a summary
of the financial activity of this past year.

The State received $46,500.00 in income this vear from National
ENA. This large amount was due to the fact that the ENA was able
to straighten out their financial inconsistencies and return to the
State money from the year 2000 as well as reimbursements from
this calendar year. The reimbursements from National are for
TNCC, ENPC, and CATN courses taught throughout New York
as well as membership dues paid and the 30/30/30 fund raising
campaign. The state conference, Setting the Pace, at Turning Stone
Casino and Resort made a significant profit of $8310.00.

New York State Council was able to purchase a laptop computer
and printer for $2896.00 so the treasurer can keep accurate and
timely records of all finances. This will also make for an casy
transition when a new treasurer takes over. I met with the accountant
to set up the accounts and start with correct balances on the new
computer. A LCD projector was also purchased by the Council for
$3074.00 to help save the cost of renting this equipment each year
for the annual conference and educational days the State may offer
to its members.

NYSCENA continues to keep its membership informed of all
activities at the State and National level by publishing a newsletter
quarterly. This newsletter is mailed to all NY ENA members at
about $3500.00 per year. In an effort to reward the commitment
put forth by participating at the State Council meetings, ENA
members attending a state council mecting receive continental
breakfast, break and lunch at the expense of the state treasury. The
cost of meals this year was $2700.00, a slight increase over last
year.

The events of September 11 have changed everyone’s lives forever.
Those closest to the tragedy were colleagues and friends first met at
NYSCENA meetings and events. In recognition of their efforts in
this disaster baskets of goods were sent to the Emergency
Departments. In addition the NYSCENA donated $1000.00 to
cach of five disaster relief funds.

Finally the Council voted to spend $10,000 on a radio ad promoting
emergency nursing during Emergency Nurses Week this October.
This ad aired in Rochester, Albany and Syracuse areas.

The year 2002 will be a very challenging vear for the NYSCENA
financially. Due to the events of September 11 and other factors
the future of all organizations is unstable. NYSCENA and National
ENA have the potential of seeing decreases in available monies.
This is partially due to the general state of nursing as a profession,
a decreasing membership to professional organizations, increases
in costs of hotel facilities and meals. As the New York State Council
mects this year we will have to work together and possibly make
some difficult decisions on our spending to keep our organization
financially secure in this ever-changing world.

This year both awards given to nurses at the State EMS banguet
were presented to active ENA Members.

The Ginny Hens EMS award which is given to the ENA member
who has demonstrated a commitment to fostering collegiality
between emergency nurses and the pre-hospital community was
presented to Susan Prezzano, RN, CEN, EMT-p Nurse manager/
Trauma Coordinator at St. Francis Hospital in Poughkeepsie. Susan
has been involved in emergency care for over twenty years. She was
extremely active in New York State ENA in the late eighties & carly
nineties as well as teaching for the local EMT program. When Sue
became Trauma Coordinator, she invested more time in the Trauma
Nurses Society and less with ENA| however, since she was named
nurse manager at St. Francis she has resumed her activity with ENA
on the chapter level. Whenever programs are being planned for
either pre-hospital providers or nurses Sue works on including both
groups in the planning process. As a result of her efforts Sue recetved
the regional EMS nurse’s award this past spring.

In her acceptance speech Sue stated “I sometimes have wondered -
am I a paramedic or am T a nurse - this award tells me that I can be
both.”

The EMS Nurse of the Year award went to Mickey Forness, RN,
CEN. Mickey has been the nursing representative on the State EMS
Council and the ENA/ EMS liaison for a number of years. She also
has just completed a two-year term as board member-at-large for
New York State ENA and is chairperson for the Membership
Committee. Mickey is known for her enthusiasm, dependability,
and her ability to understand the unique roles of emergency nurses
and pre-hospital providers. Mickey has previously received the ENA
EMS award for her ongoing work.

CHAPTER NEWS

Brooklyn-Staten Island Chapter: Many hospitals within this
chapter were hit hard by the disaster of September 11, St. Vincent’s
proximity to the ferry sent ED nurses to the ferry and nearby stadium
to set up triage stations. To the great sorrow of the staff, fewer
than a hundred patients were treated that first day at these triage
stations. Brooklyn Hospital treated over 190 people, many who
walked across the East River Bridge. Lutheran Hospital saw over
70 patients. LICH treated 177 patients though less than 50 patients
required admission. Everywhere there was overwhelming response
of manpower and equipment to treat thousands yet the feelings of
frustration that there were not enough survivors to treat was
staggering.
